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Tyler Grange was commissioned to undertake ecological surveys in relation to ‘The Scheme’
of a renewable energy generating project; comprising ground-mounted solar photovoltaic
(‘PV’) arrays, together with on-site energy storage and associated infrastructure. The Scheme
is located on land to the east of the town of Thorne and to the west of the town of Crowle
(the ‘Order Limits’).

This confidential report details badger-related results from habitat and field surveys
undertaken by Tyler Grange in June 2025, during which evidence of badger activity was
recorded within the survey area. The objectives of this confidential report are to provide
information regarding the potential presence of badgers within and immediately surrounding
the Order Limits.

This report presents the detailed field survey methodology and should be read with reference
to the ES Chapter 7 Ecology and Nature Conservation [Document Reference: 6.2.6] within
the Environmental Statement (ES). This report should also be read alongside the Avian
Ecology Ltd. Badger Survey Report provided as Appendix 1 which includes full methods and
results of surveys from 2022.

The Protection of Badgers Act 1992 consolidates the previous Badger Acts of 1973 and 1991.
The legislation aims to protect the species from persecution, rather than being a response to
an unfavourable conservation status. As well as protecting the animal itself, the 1992 Act also
makes the intentional or reckless destruction, damage, or obstruction of a badger sett an
offence.

A sett is defined as 'any structure or place which displays signs indicating current use by a
badger'. In addition, the intentional elimination of sufficient foraging area to support a known
social group of badgers may, in certain circumstances, be construed as an offence by
constituting 'cruel ill treatment' of a badger. Badgers are not the subject of conservation
action.

Due to the continued persecution of this species, all details relating to the location of badger
setts must be kept out of the public domain and not submitted to any public portal as part of
the application submission.
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Badger surveys were undertaken by Avian Ecology Ltd. in 2022, and the full methodology and
results are presented within Appendix 1, to be read alongside this report.

Following updates to the Draft Order Limits a badger survey was undertaken on areas not
previously covered by Avian Ecology, and within 30m, where accessible, In August 2024 and
June 2025 by Tyler Grange as shown on Figure 1. In addition land to be provided as part of
the mitigation strategy, specifically for birds, was also surveyed for badger due to being
located adjacent to areas proposed for construction.

This survey comprised two main elements, the first of these was a thorough search for
evidence of badger setts. If any setts were encountered each sett entrance was noted and
plotted even if the entrance appeared disused.

The number of holes comprising each sett was recorded and setts classified as disused,
partially used or active. Sett descriptions and categories of use are set out in Tables 2.1 and
2.2 below.

Sett classification is only possible in relation to the other setts within a clan’s territory and if
the entire territory range cannot be assessed, classification may not be possible.

The following information was recorded:

e The number and location of well used or very active entrances; these are clear from any

debris or vegetation and are obviously in regular use and may, or may not, have been
excavated recently;

The number and location of partially-active entrances; these are not in regular use and have
debris such as leaves and twigs in the entrance or have plants growing in or around the edge
of the entrance; and

The number of disused entrances; these have not been in use for some time, are partly or
completely blocked and cannot be used without considerable clearance. If the entrance has
been disused for some time all that may be visible is a depression in the ground where the
hole used to be and the remains of the spoil heap.

Secondly, the survey area was walked, and signs of badger activity recorded in order to
determine the classification of each sett present within proximity of the Draft Order Limits.
Typical badger field signs include:
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e Tracks and mammal pathways;

e Push-throughs (gaps where badgers regularly push their way through fencing or hedgerows);

e latrines and dung pits;

e Badger hairs;

e  Badger prints;

e  Foraging activity (e.g. snuffle holes); and

e Additional sett entrances.

2.8. For any setts recorded, these were examined and assigned to one of four categories of
importance to the badger clan, as defined by published guidance 123436,

Description

The continuously used, breeding and over-wintering sett for the social group of badgers (clan).
Main setts usually more entrances than the rest of clans setts, with large spoil heaps and the
setts generally look well used. There are well-used paths to and from the sett and between sett
entrances.

Annex sets are often close to a main sett, usually less than 150m away, and are often connected
to the main sett by one or more obvious well-worn paths. Annex setts usually have several holes,
but may not be in use all the time, even if the main sett is very active.

Subsidiary setts often only have a few holes. They are usually at least 50m from a main sett and
do not have an obvious path connecting with another sett. They are not continuously active, with
seasonal use.

Outlier setts usually have only one or two holes, often have little spoil outside the hole, with no
obvious path connecting with another sett and are only used sporadically. When not in use by
badgers, they are often taken over by foxes or rabbits. However, they can still be recognised as

badger setts by the shape of the tunnel (not the actual entrance hole), which is usually at least
250mm in diameter, and is rounded or a flattened oval shape. Fox and rabbit tunnels are smaller
and often taller than broad.

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DISCUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Discussion

The badger survey identified twelve badger setts and two potential badger setts within and
immediately surrounding (within 30m) of the Draft Order Limits. Evidence recorded during the survey
suggests that it is likely that badgers utilise field boundary features (hedgerows, watercourses, and
woodland) for commuting and foraging purposes in the wider area and as a route to connect to other
badger setts likely to be present in the wider countryside.

Furthermore, a total of twenty-eight recent badger records were also returned from within a 2km
radius of the Draft Order Limits, indicating an active presence in the local landscape.

Natural England has issued general guidance’ on the types of activities considered to have potential
to disturb badgers, which it considers may require a licence depending on proximity to sett entrances.
For example:

e Using heavy machinery (generally tracked vehicles) within 30 metres of an active sett entrance;
e Using lighter machinery (generally wheeled vehicles) within 20 metres of a sett entrance; and,

e Light work such as hand digging or scrub clearance within 10 metres of a sett entrance.

Some activities, such as pile driving, may require a licence even where works are to occur at a distance
greater than 30 metres from an active sett entrance.

Works which would otherwise cause an offence under current legislation may in some cases be
permitted under licence from the relevant statutory authority, which in this case is Natural England.
Licences to interfere with a badger sett are usually only issued between July and November inclusive.
Licensed works usually involve either sett exclusion (i.e., closure of a sett using mesh and one-way
gates), or sett disturbance.

Natural England has issued guidance® on what may constitute disturbance, which acknowledges that
badgers “appear able to withstand significant amounts of noise and activity near to their setts without
apparently being disturbed”. It also states that low to moderate levels of disturbance do not require a
licence, nor do activities that would result in a level of disturbance no greater than the badger would
normally tolerate.

Mitigation / Avoidance Measures

The layout of The Scheme has been designed to avoid impact to habitats potentially used by badgers
for sett creation, foraging and commuting such as hedgerows, watercourses and woodland. These

habitats will be retained and protected. In addition, solar panels will be raised off the ground and allow
the free movement of badgers.

Perimeter fencing (and solar compartment fencing) located around the Draft Order Limits will have
sufficient gaps and/or mammal gates positioned at suitable locations along the base of fences in order
to allow badgers to continue to use the habitats within and around the Draft Order Limits for foraging
and commuting purposes during the operational period. Gaps/gates will be positioned at the base of
fence lines, along mammal pathways as well as natural linear features such as hedgerows and
woodland belts located within the Draft Order Limits, as these features are most likely to be relied
upon by local badger populations.

The Scheme will include habitat enhancements which will benefit multiple species including badgers.
These will include the sowing and management of grassland within the Draft Order Limits, and new
hedgerow planting. This is considered to provide badgers with additional foraging resources, shelter
and dispersal routes within a secure and relatively undisturbed environment. It is considered that
there will be no significant impacts upon badger populations within and surrounding the Draft Order
Limits during the construction, operational, and decommissioning phases of The Scheme.

Badger activity at an established sett can show seasonal patterns of use and badgers can quickly
establish new setts, or re-use setts previously thought to be inactive. Considering the highly mobile
nature of badgers and the seasonality of their activity, a pre-construction badger survey will be
undertaken prior to the commencement of the development/site clearance and decommissioning
work. This will determine the levels of badger activity at the identified setts, and also check for any
newly constructed setts in and surrounding the Draft Order Limits. The results of the pre-
commencement badger surveys will then be used to inform recommendations for mitigation which
may involve one or both of the following options:

» The development design will be further amended to avoid works which may impacts on the
sett/s; and/or,

» A disturbance licence will be obtained from Natural England before construction
commences.

In-line with current the National Planning Policy Framework®, Natural England would likely request
that the mitigation hierarchy® is applied and that all possible alternatives to avoid impacts to badger
setts have been pursued and considered before awarding a mitigation licence for sett closure or sett
disturbance.
